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Classwork: Course packs are found on the “FILES” tab in TEAMS, connected through Onedrive. A Meeting will be set up for virtual lessons. Students are to follow with the PDF course pack uploaded in the Files (onedrive) section. Students are responsible to keep track of Evaluations on Math Help Services. Assignments on Math Help services can be redone a maximum of 3 times. Students redo assignments/homework within the deadline to obtain their highest grade.
